Summary of my journey to Cusco, Peru ς Trevor McGuirk, Member Unley Rotary Club.  

Three years ago I began the planning to establish a Medical Health Care program 

for isolated communities in the Andes Mountains several hours drive from Cusco. 

With the financial assistance from your club (as listed) and 12 other Rotary clubs, 

10from D9520 - Unley (sponsor club) Norwood, Glenelg, Goolwa, Blackwood, 

Encounter Bay, Yankalilla, Hyde Park, Onkaparinga, Barmera (before closing) and 

two from D9500 - Largs Bay and Henley Beach. Bracebridge Rotary Club (D7010 

Toronto), contributionmade the project truly international.  

Furthermore, two additional  donations were also receivedς one from an 

anonymous generous donor, and another from the Cameron Foundation in 

Melbourne meant that with Rotary District and Foundation world funding, a Global 

Grant application was successful, providing a total of US$58,921.00 (or approx. 

AUS$76,600.00) 

I travelled to Cusco to coordinate the implementation of the project in cooperation 

with the Rotary Club of Cusco (host club). And I returned home confident that the 

grant will  enable a medical care program to be delivered to the communities of 

Ttio Grande, Ttio 2B, Thusac, Chaupimayo, Sasicancha, Other communities such as 

Quiswarani, Chaipa, Pampacorral and Maucau will  also benefit from one as pect of 

the project. And more so, the general health levels of the people who live in these 

communities will  be sustained through the άQhaliέ training program - Qhalis - 

Quechua for community health care worker. In all, 4 Qhali , local community 

indigenous women will  receive 200 hours each of basic health care and first aid 

training during the next 18 months. This is the major component of the project ς 

the other components - water fi ltration, green house/hot house construction and 

Days for Girls comprise the full  extent of the project. All  components together will  

contribute to the sustainability of good health for each community.  

I sincerely thank the Clubs involved for their contribution and the other donors. 

The Rotary Foundation provides funds  through the Global Grant program and 

District funds for many humanitarian projects around the world and this is just one 

of them ς but an exciting one for the D9520 clubs involved, two clubs from D9500, 

and one located in Canada.
